Thrasher Research Fund sponsors study of dynamic

seating at Montana State University

A Montana State University researcher
recently received a research grant from the
Thrasher Research Fund [of Salt Lake City) to
pursue basic and clinical research into the po-
tential impact of Kids Up, Inc’s innovative
wheelchair design on functional mobility for
children with cerebral palsy. Dr. Michael Hahn
is leading a team of graduate students and
regional pediatric physical therapists in testing
the clinical outcomes of dynamic wheelchair
intervention in this underserved group of chil-
dren. The expected outcomes of the study are
1) increased range of motion and functional
mobility in the hip, knee, and ankle joints, 2)
decreased muscle spasticity, and 3) enhance-
ment of independent daily function. The suc-
cess of these outcomes will greatly influence

the child’s interaction with the
surrounding environment, main- ?
taining neuromuscular functlon 8

for coordinated development.
This research will bring great
benefits for children with CP,
however children with other
neuromuscular conditions should
also benefit from the findings of
this inibal study.
