C. TILT-IN-SPACE

The Kids ROCK Chair is equipped with a tilt-in-space mechanism
that pivots around a point near the child’s center of gravity. This
mechanism reduces the feeling of falling that occurs when the chair
istilted. Inaddition, the tilt-in-space mechanism keeps the child’s
center of gravity nearly the same in relation to the wheelbase of the
chair so that the stability of the chair is not significantly changed by
moving the tilt position.

To adjust the tilt angle of the child:
